APPROVAL OR DISAPPROVAL OF RESOLUTION 2019-13 TO SUBMIT FY20 INTERIM BUDGET TO DFA.

Roseann Peralta requested for approval to submit FY20 Interim Budget to DFA. On April 29th 2019 we all had a workshop for our interim budget. This is what you have before you; the first page is the recap page showing all of our funds. It does show projected beginning cash balance and the available projected ending cash balance which is all positive balances. There is one correction with a line item for the library; overtime should be $2000 not $20,000 (page 8). 
Some of the changes that were added in is we had a .25% increase to PERA; 3.5% increase to the health insurance; we added 2 full time employees to administration which is a full time maintenance and a full time custodian. The airport fund within general fund was moved out and was distburst between fund #1214 which is the airport project fund and also the 1501 which is the air force fund. Another change was the movement of the contract from the chamber out of lodger’s tax into general fund. The other projects that we have on going to the new budget; we have had a good cycle with our GRT’s we have collected more than what was budgeted for this year. The unbudgeted issues we came across this fiscal year was the flooding; we had quite a few retirements and payouts, Bosque drain issue, and we have other projects that we have not paid for yet. The pulmonary budget is due on the 30th of May; DFA will review it and they will give us an approval. Then we can start on the final budget; we will find out the correct beginning cash balance when we close out FY19. That will be in July.
