PRESENTATIONS

A) Hispano Annual Matanzas, Presented by Council Frank F. Ortega.  He attended a meeting and talked with new president of the Hispano Chamber Jerry Moya.  I would like to have a home here at the Eagle Park for the annual Matanzas, so we can avoid and the hassle back and forth.  I believe we need to keep it here in Belen.  
Jerry Moya, spoke of the event and how they are a total non-profit organization, and all the money they get in goes directly to scholarships.  Fernando Sisneros presented further information on the event and the scholarships.  He described some of the needs for the Matanzas but would like to have a permanent place to have the annual event.  Jerry Moya asked for support with law enforcement and EMS area.  Councilor Wayne Gallegos advised and suggested that it should be considered that this event should become a supported City event so that the support and finances can be made available.  Everyone appeared to be interested and they will begin to take the necessary steps to make this happen.  Josh Kerns and Tommy Flores added further information in regards to location at Eagle Park.

Brett met with Mozencorbin regarding west side pond. Phase I is reconstruction only; Phase II will be putting in the control pipe.  Brett will be setting up department heads up with Alert Sense.  Fire Department I looking to have an auxiliary.  National night out is for 6pm tomorrow.  This weekend is Rodeo at County Fair and parade, not sure if permits are in place.  Final walk through will be done at Rio Grande.  The Fiestas will start on 8/16 and we will only be doing the day 1 inspection as this is private property.
